Current  Situation:   Erratic  weather  caused  by  thunder  cells  over  the  incident  affected  fire  control

operations.  The fire continued to make up-canyon runs to the east during the day.

Immediate Threat Evacuations:

All roads north of Lumpkin Road beginning at Cedar Tree Lane including Mills Ranch Road, Onyett Road,

Kanaka Ranch Road to Island Bar Hill Road.

Precautionary Evacuations

All roads south of Lumpkin Road, east of Happy Hollow Lane, Cochise Drive, Blackhawk Trail, Crystal Ranch

Road, Toyon Lane.

Evacuation Center is at the Church of the Nazarene, 2238 Monte Vista Avenue, Oroville

Road Closures:  Lumkin Road closed at Happy Hollow Lane

 Residents should continue to remain alert and be prepared for evacuations if conditions change. Remain

calm and follow all instructions of fire and law enforcement officials. Preservation of life remains the

number one priority.

 All residents who live in or near the affected areas should continue to maintain a heightened state of

awareness.
