The Mendocino Lightning Complex has burned approximately 30,100 acres and is five
percent contained. There are currently 60 active fires. Remaining fires continue to
increase in size and threaten communities and critical infrastructure. Resources remain
limited due to the number of fires throughout Northern California. Resources are being
assigned as they become available. Due to Red Flag weather conditions, significant
increased threats are a possibility. Additional Evacuation “Warnings” and/ or “Orders”
may be issued.
