The project includes the clearing of an access path to the training site, removal of tree limbs, repairing the perimeter fence and
mock field work at the site as part of an archaeological training course. This will entail:

(1) Use weed eaters to cut a path through the star thistle, to allow better access to training site. The path is flagged in pink.
The pink ribbon has black writing that describes the work needed. Remove vegetation with weed eaters only - NO GROUND
DISTURBANCE WITHIN FENCED AREA SHALL OCCUR.

.(2) Removal of tree limbs from the fence area to facilitate fence repair. Limbs will be cut from the fallen tree with a
chainsaw.

(3) Repair the barbed wire perimeter fence at dreas flagged in pink. Three of the four sides of the fence need repair.

(4) Performance of mock field work at the site a$ part of an archaeological training course. The training course will occur
over part of one day and will be attended by approximately 35 students and instructors.

REASONS PROJECT IS EXEMPT

This project is a categorical exemption under the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to 14 CCR §15304-- minor
alteration of land—and 14 CCR §15301-- existing facilities.
