PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This is a joint agency project utilizing Soquel Fire Protection District staff and hand crews from Ben Lomond Conservation
Camp to improve emergency egress/ingress along Los Robles Road. Low-lying limbs, leaning trees and shrubs currently
obstruct portions of the roadway. Crews will remove trees, shrubs and limbs obstructing access within 20 feet or less of the
road edge. Cut material less than 8 inches in diameter will be chipped and broadcast back on site; larger material will be cut
into manageable lengths and left on site. No trees larger than 12 inches DHB will be removed. Invasive species treated having
mature seed will be cut and laid within exiting areas of infestation, lopped to a height of 12 inches or less. It is anticipated this
project will be conducted during the spring and early summer months of 2013.

REASONS PROJECT IS EXEMPT

The work proposed is a minor alteration to vegetation which does not involve removal of healthy, mature, scenic trees and is
consistent with Categorical Exemption Class 4 - Minor Alterations to Land.
