PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This project consists of installation of an outdoor shower facility to serve the needs of out-of-unit inmate crews when
staged at Parlin Fork Conservation Camp & to provide for supplemental showering capacity during the process of
upgrading Parlin Fork Camp plumbing fixtures to modern water-saving devices. The facility will be approximately 12 ft
wide X 20 ft long X 10 fi high, with a concrete floor, cinder block walls, & fabricated metal partitions & overhang. A
french 20-ft in length will connect the plumbing to the nearest waste water line and a 50-ft french will connect plumbing
to the water supply. The shower will be constructed on previcusly disturbed ground iocated within the Pariin Fork
Conservation Camp grounds. The outdoor shower area will be shielded by vegetation and design from public view.
Vegetation removal will be limited to grass cover. Soil removed for trenching will be back-filled and the surface covered
with gravel prior to the winter season. This project is necessary to insure that adequate showering facilities are
available for inmate use at Parlin Fork Conservation Camp during fire season & to permit the installation of modern
water-saving plumbing fixtures without disrupting operation of the camp.
