Important Information on Pacific Fisher and Timber Operations
On November 7, 2012, the California Fish and Game Commission, pursuant to Court Order, set aside its September 15, 2010 rejection of the petition to list the Pacific fisher (Martes pennanti) as threatened or endangered under the California Endangered Species Act (CESA).  This means that the Pacific fisher is a candidate species under CESA.  Candidate species are protected against take per the Fish and Game Code.
